Minutes of the December 5, 2007 General Meeting


Today’s meeting was held on our first Winter snow day, which resulted in several changes from the planned agenda, including the absence of our invited speaker, Emilie Richards.  Before the meeting, members hung their challenge quilts along the back and side of the room.


The President, Susan Sellers, welcomed two new members to the guild, and held a Show-&-Tell for non-challenge quilts, including several examples of quilts from last year’s Mystery Quilt.  We then began our business meeting.


Anne Datko and Lisa Walker were introduced as the new interim co-treasurers.  


The Audit Committee had presented its report to the Executive Board, where it was accepted.  Anne and Lisa reported that this last year, the guild had a positive financial balance.  Their review suggests that this outcome was due to having less out-of-town, higher cost workshops.


In the future, reimbursements will be better documented, there will be improved record keeping, and the accounts will be reviewed each month.

Budgets were requested from all committee chairs.


The Audit committee also recommended certain Bylaw changes, and Susan Thomas, Pam Hahn, and Loretta Quinting agreed to review the current Bylaws.


Susan also announced (1) the Executive Board meeting after lunch, (2) the need for volunteers for a Nominating Committee, and (3) the newsletter deadline is December 15. She also shared a Certificate of Recognition given to the guild at a reception the previous evening in honor of Habitat for Humanity.


Beth Smith requested commitments from members to make Habitat Quilts for next year, which would be due around December 2008.


Betty Ford from the Program committee announced a shift in the program schedule.  Morna’s lecture will be replaced by a Techniques Round-Up, including, among others  Floris Flam (Shiva Paint Sticks) and Betty (Facings instead of bindings).  The January workshop will be the Mystery Quilt, and February,  beading with Judy Shapiro.


Priscilla Lai announced that the quilting bee will be moved forward one week (to December 13) to avoid being so close to Xmas.


Patrice Thomas reported on the N.F. Library.  She has catalogued the books by title and by author.  She will post these on our website, along with her email address.  If members wish to borrow a book, just email Patrice and she will bring it to the next meeting.


Jane Van Horn is our webmistress.  She will post digital photos of members quilts if they send them to her.


Hospitality:  Food for the January luncheon will be provided by members K through Z.  Anne still needs one more hostess to help with the February and March luncheons.


Susan Sellers gave a brief summary on the quilt show, since Irene couldn’t make the meeting because of the weather.  The show dates are 17 and 18 October, 2008.  Raffle tickets will soon be sent to all members who have not yet picked up their packets.  Irene is still in need of volunteers to staff the vendor committee and publicity committee.


Susan introduced three challenge quilt judges (Evelyn Flittner, Ann Plunkett, and Lisa Walker), who then announced the winners of the challenge in three categories:


Creativity:  “Gotta Dance” by Sue Walen


Design:  “Starry, starry night” by Lois Smith


Workmanship: “Where have all the flowers gone?” by Barbara Eisenstein.


We then adjourned for an early lunch.
