Minutes of the February 6, 2008 General Meeting

     Susan Sellers began the meeting by introducing Carol Berg from the quilt group Southern Comforters; she brought their raffle quilt to show and sell tickets.

     Other updates were asked for from Quilting for Others (Beth Smith), and the Program Committee (Betty Ford).  Francie Parrack requested that we sign a card for Fay Goldey, who had recently moved to Texas.  Francie gave us some of the history of the N.F. Guild, and reminded us that we are one of the oldest guilds in the Quilting Arts group.  Fay Goldey was one of the early members of this guild and did a lot to keep it going.

     Other announcements:  Dale Ginsburgh told of the ME Gallery opening with the work of the Sunday Sewing Sirkle (all N.F. members) on Feb. 22nd, 6-9 pm.  There is also a show at the Bethesda Library on Arlington Blvd. Which contains pieces by some members of N.F.  Also, there is a large (90 quilts) show at the Court House in Greenbelt.
Mary Campbell is collecting old Christman cards which will be used in a charity project.  And Lisa Walker announced that the N.F. Retreat is now full; all of the attendees from last spring are returning.

     The program of the day was a brilliant talk by Judy Shapiro on her fine quilts, especially her Baltimore Album quilts;  she brought many examples of her quilts and her beading work to display.
