Hospitality- Carol Auth

Carol was introduced to the Board as Co-Chair of the Hospitality Committee. She will be working with Karen Cyr and Nancy Sharp. They will rotate responsibility on a monthly basis. Notices will be sent out to each hostess monthly. The plan for now is to continue with the deli sandwiches from the same vendor except for the Holiday party and one other occasion during the year when it will be potluck lunch.

Yard Sale- Betty Ford

Betty presented the announcement she has developed for the next Newsletter regarding the Yard Sale, which will be held during our October 7th meeting. Logistics and details were discussed. 


-Pricing guidelines will be developed. 


-Members will be reminded that prices may be adjusted by 
the committee to encourage sales.


-A silent auction will be part of the yard sale. Someone is 
needed to run the silent auction.


-Members will be asked to save and donate shopping bags.


-Members will be encouraged to bring friends to the sale.


-Therefore, lunch will be brown bag and the hospitality 
committee will provide beverages only.


-Leftover items will be donated to local charities.

Potomac Community Center Set-Up

Setting up was discussed. A person to arrange the chairs and tables has not been found. There is no budget for such a position at the community center. We will continue as we have until someone is found to fill the position.

Treasurer’s Report- Anne Datko

Anne presented the current report. The financial position of the guild is stable. Programs essentially pay for themselves. The cost of room rental at Potomac Community Center are expected to rise in January, however, and there was a discussion whether to propose an increase in yearly dues from $25 to $30 for the fiscal year beginning May 1, 2010. 

Because the By-Laws require significant lead time in order to raise dues, a motion was made by Margaret Natof to propose the increase to the Membership at the September meeting so that a vote could be taken at the October meeting. Pam Hahn seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous in the affirmative.

Nominating Committee- Ruan Robertson

A Nominating Committee is needed immediately to begin work on filling Officer and Committee positions for next year. According to the By-Laws, a slate of possible new officers should be presented to the Membership at the March 2010 meeting. The vote occurs in April and new officers and committee chairs take over in May. Two members of the Nominating Committee will be appointed from the current Board. Three members will be chosen from the Membership at the September meeting.

Quilting For Others- Ruan Robertson

Ruan reported that Beth Smith was unable to attend today’s  meeting. Beth will be meeting this week with Habitat for Humanity staff to discuss their upcoming needs. Ruan will call Beth to discuss Habitat, Quilt-In and recent vintage fabric donations.

Quilt Show 2010- Beverly Ferrell

Beverly presented a list of the current quilt show committee volunteers. She has made significant progress in filling many of the major positions. 


-The committee will be meeting soon to discuss a Theme for 
the show.


-The Raffle Quilt is expected to be finished by December. 
Shows and other venue options for taking the quilt to sell 
raffle tickets were discussed. 


-Kim Jalette is working on a quilt show challenge related to 
Alzheimer’s Disease.


-Beverly is looking into including a breakfast, lunch or tea 
with a Speaker as part of the show. 

Welcoming Committee- Ruan Robertson

Ruan presented some issues raised by Jill Ruspi (Welcoming Committee) in a recent phone conversation. Discussed the value of continuing the committee, new member’s table, etc. The Board expressed support and appreciation for all the work the committee does and were unanimously in favor of continuing.
