Nimble Fingers Quilters - General Meeting Minutes

September 1, 2010

Welcome: The meeting was called to order at 10:00 AM. Co-Presidents Linda August and Patty Estey welcomed members and guests, and reminded all to turn off cell phones or mute them.  

June 2010 meeting minutes:  Call for approval. The June meeting minutes were accepted as written.  

Introduction of new members and guests

Announcements:

Badges: New name badges were issued. Members are responsible for storing the badges and wearing them at the meetings.

Roster: There are 107 paid members. The finalized roster will be available in October, and it will be sent to the members via e-mail. Those members on the newsletter snail mail list can pick up a paper copy at the October meeting.

Registering quilts for the quilt show:  Only paid members can exhibit quilts at the show.

Hostessing:  A sign-up sheet is available for members to volunteer for this activity. The duties include set up, take down, and providing beverages and desserts.

Audit: The guild’s audit is completed.  A report will be available at the October meeting.

Quilting for others:  This committee is in need of a permanent chair; members were encouraged to consider volunteering for this post.

Nominating committee: Two additional members are needed for this committee, which requires a total of five members per the by-laws.  Members were encouraged to volunteer for this committee.

Retreat: The retreat is planned for April 11 to April 13, 2011 at the Hallowood Retreat and Conference Center in Comus, close to Sugar Loaf. The cost is anticipated to be $305. Contact Ms. Anne Datko, who will start taking reservations on October 1. There are only 16 places available.

Design Wall:  A design wall is available to the members for $70.

Board meeting will take place today immediately after the luncheon.

Quilt show announcements:

A coordinator is needed to facilitate set up of equipment at the show.

Demonstrations for the quilt show will take place on the hour. A few openings are still available for demonstrators to showcase their talents.

Alzheimer’s quilts are being collected today.  Quilts can still be mailed to Ms. Jalette within the next two weeks.

There are 142 quilts registered for the quilt show exhibit. Quilt registration has been extended for another two weeks.  Quilt registration hard copies are available on site, or may be downloaded from the guild website.

Volunteer are needed to work during quilt show hours. Especially, volunteers are needed to set up equipment, display of quilts, etc.  Family members are welcomed; community service hours are available for student helpers. Volunteers are needed during quilt show from 7:30 to 3:30.  Notices will be sent for guild members to volunteer at the quilt show.

Equipment is needed:  ladders, safety pins, white sheets, etc.

Raffle tickets and money are due. Every member is requested to sell four books or donate $20. Contact Shirley Malia for raffle tickets.

The publicity committee has pre-packed bags for members to distribute in shops, nursing homes, etc. Members are encouraged to distribute these bags in their neighborhoods.

Items for the Silent Auction are being accepted at both the September and October meetings.

Twenty new books have been purchased for the guild’s library. Members are asked to return books previously signed out.

Show and Tell: 

Two members showed beautiful quilts, showcasing their skills.

Program Announcements:

Program committee chair announced the launching in October of the “Block of the Year” program. Patterns will be available for members to make one or several blocks.  At the June meeting these blocks will be presented at the Show and Tell section of the meeting.

The annual “Quilting for Others” work session will be the program for the November meeting.  Ms. Mary Kerr will also be available for quilt appraisals during the meeting. The fee is $45 for a written appraisal, or $20 for an oral appraisal (heirloom quilts only), payable directly to the appraiser.  Appraisals are useful for insurance purposes, especially for exhibition of quilts.

In December Ms. Jane Garrison will present “What a Difference a Thread Makes”, followed by a 3-hour workshop in the afternoon. A kit will be available for this workshop.

In January, the guild will present a Round Robin which will focus on tools.  There will be a workshop the following Thursday, featuring the mystery quilt by Kim Jalette.

In February, Eleanor Levie will present “Quilting Outside the Block”. A workshop will follow in the afternoon entitled “Skinny Quilts and Table Runners”. In March Sue Reno will share her method of cyanotype printing on fabric.

The April, May and June programs are: “ Let It Shine” lecture by Mary Stori, followed by an afternoon workshop,  “Protecting Quilts” by Maria Elkins who founded the “Lost Quilt Come Home” website, with a full day workshop on “Fused Appliqué Portraits”, and “Tips and Tricks of the Pros” with Cindy Blackberg, and a workshop focusing on hand quilting the following Thursday.

Program for today: Thread Sketch Photography by Karen Fricke

Ms. Fricke explained her technique for photographing objects, people, animals, etc, and transferring that photograph onto Pellon heavy duty stabilizer, which is then incorporated into a quilt. The process which she developed also involved highlighting the picture with Tsukineko inks.  Ms. Fricke showed several of her beautiful quilts, and answered questions from the audience.  

The meeting was adjourned at 12:00 noon, followed by a deli lunch and the Executive Board meeting.
