·  Business Meeting:

· Nominating Committee: Susan Sellers, Beth Smith, Shirley Malia, Cheryl Layman, and Marlene Gaunaurd are the members of the committee. They presented the slate of officer nominees for next fiscal year (begins May 1). They are Patty Estey and Linda August, Co-Presidents, Pat Lefevre, Vice-President, Evelyn Farinas, Secretary and Barbara Kilby, Treasurer. Voting will take place at the April meeting. Members were reminded that they may make nominations from the floor but they must have permission from the person they nominate.
· Hospitality: A sign-up sheet is being circulated for members to volunteer as hostesses for next year. Hostessing is an easy, fun and helpful way to contribute to the guild and to meet other members. Hostesses need to come early to set up and stay to clean up. Each hostess brings a dessert and 2 drinks.
